Ever since Santa Clara was incorporated in 1852 
and held its first town meeting, the residents of 
this City have stepped up to be actively involved in 
government.

They serve as volunteers to the City’s Commissions, 
Board and Committee advisory bodies to the City 
Council.  Thousands of hours of time and talent are 
donated each year to making Santa Clara a great 
place to live.

The City encourages residents to engage in 
community life and helps to prepare them with 
programs like Leadership Santa Clara, the Citizens’ 
Police Academy and Community Emergency 
Response Team (CERT) training.  To bring people 
together, Santa Clara has invested in technology 
that keeps the public informed through multiple 
platforms including social media, interactive 
website, mobile apps and video.  

Santa Clara also partners with local organizations 
and regional agencies to help the most vulnerable, 
including homeless adults and children, veterans and 
extremely low income seniors.  It is the lead partner 
in SVACA (Silicon Valley Animal Control Authority) 
that takes care of ill, injured and abandoned animals.
