MATTERS FOR COUNCIL ACTION – None.

I. CALL TO ORDER - The meeting was called to order by Chair Pivacek.
II. ROLL CALL – Commissioners Collins and Diamond were excused.
III. MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 23, 2013 MEETING – On a motion made by Commissioner Kadlecek and seconded by Commissioner Buck the minutes were approved as written.
IV. APPROVAL OF THE ORDER OF THE MEETING AGENDA –Recommend Item IXA be moved to follow Item V.
V. CORRESPONDENCE/COMMUNICATIONS –Introduction of newly appointed Senior Advisory Commissioner Samuel Orme.
VI. COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS:

A. Chair’s Report: No report.
B. Council on Aging (COA): No report.
C. Advisory Council/California Senior Legislature (CSL): No report.
D. Volunteer/Communication: Commissioner Kadlecek reported Fitness Center attendance (September 7,142) and Natatorium attendance (September 1,662).  He mentioned that some volunteers attended Santa Clara Fire Department CPR/AED training.  Suggested that Chairperson communicate the Commission’s appreciation to SCFD for outstanding training.  Suggested Veterans Memorial Ceremony be promoted at Senior Center. 
E. Organizations Serving Santa Clara Seniors: Commissioner Buck expressed appreciation for participating in CPR/AED Training.  Will meet with organizations that serve the homeless.  Clarified that emergency procedures are in place for the Senior Center.  Santa Clara Women’s League Open House (October 10, 2013) yielded five new members.
F. Nutrition/Dining Out: Commissioner Pivacek reported Dining Out attendance (September 1,547).
G. Seniors and the Arts in Santa Clara/Transportation: No report.
H. Healthy Seniors:  Commissioner Estrada reported on Care Management services (September 138 patrons), Senior Peer Advocate participation (year to date 66), Health and Wellness attendance (September 253), Flu Clinic attendance (October 91).  Free hearing screenings on November 8.  Health and Wellness upcoming course on Healthy Holiday Eating.  Council on Aging changed it’s name to Sourcewise to begin serving persons with disabilities and all adults in Santa Clara County.

I. Commissioner Orme expressed an interest in serving the needs of low income seniors.  He has a background in social work and attends workshops on different topics.

VII. STAFF REPORTS:
A. Reference Librarian Pershing reported on programs, activities and events hosted by the Library. 
B. Supervisor Orr informed the Commission of the Senior Center’s Holiday Craft Faire (November 16th), and the City’s Holiday Tree Lighting (December 6th). Thus far, 26 Senior Center volunteers received training in CPR/AED.  City Council approved the Commission’s recommendation that Elder Abuse Awareness Day be included in 2014 City calendar.  There will be a pause in the availability of free Notary service at the Senior Center.

IX. NEW BUSINESS: 
A. Silicon Valley Power Rate Assistance Program-Energy Conservation Specialist Herb Marshall presented information regarding different rate assistance programs available to SVP customers as well as a free home energy audit.  Additional information is available at www.siliconvalleypower.com.
B. Senior Advisory Commission Goals-Commissioner Kadlecek recommended that Commissioners review their handbook; he feels there should be a better way for the Commission to get information from seniors; he referred to the results of a survey of Senior Advisory Boards conducted by the Loveland, Colorado Senior Advisory Board. On a motion made by Commissioner Kadlecek and seconded by Commissioner Orme, a subcommittee was created (Commissioners Kadlecek, Orme, and Pivacek) to study the role of the Senior Advisory Commission and to recommend any changes to our present stated role, and to clarify or elaborate on our purpose.
C. Senior Center hours-Commissioner Kadlecek shared comments from seniors who no longer participate in Senior Center programs due to the hours.  On a motion made by Commissioner Kadlecek and seconded by Commissioner Buck, the Commission recommended to staff that the Fitness Center, excluding the Natatorium, extend it’s hours of operation on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 4:30-6:30pm.  The Commission requested that staff determine what it would cost to keep the Fitness Center open later two days per week.
X. PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS: None.
