Library).

You are free to use whatever craft supplies you would like, except food. Here are some
possibilities:

Colored pencils, markers, fabric, feathers, paint, etc.
Drop off your decorated character during our Lobby Service hours at the Central Park Library no
later than December 7, 2020. All entries will be displayed in the library, and judging will take

place online from December 9 to December 15.

There are 5 different age categories and two grand-prize winners will be selected for each:
