BID ADVERTISEMENT

The Sealed Bid process requires that the invitation for bids be publicly advertised for at least one in a newspaper or other source of general circulation. The advertisement should be posted 21 days prior to the date scheduled for the sealed bid opening. 


Advertisement in trade publications and online sites such as Builder’s Exchange, Peninsula Builder’s Exchange, Northern California Minority Business Development Agency, Minority Business Consortium) is highly recommended.
